Vicar’s message:
Dearly Beloved in Christ,

Greetings in the exalted name of our Lord and Saviour Jesus
Christ....cceeeeeennnn. “All of them were filled with the Holy Spirit and
began to speak in other tongues as the spirit enabled them” (Acts
2:4 ). This month we celebrate the feast of Pentecost — it is the day
on which the Holy Spirit descended on the disciples of Jesus and
later they turned the world upside down.

| would like to share a few thoughts from St. Luke 24: 36 — 46, So he
asked them. Do you have anything here to eat. They gave him a
piece of broiled fish, and he took it and ate it in their presence.

Unexpected appearance Jesus in their midst caused a hallucination
among the disciples but the risen Jesus showed his injuries and five
scars to dispel baseless fear. Fear is the basic trait of human
personality and it said that humans are hypersensitized to at least
400 types of phobias. The disciples were jubilant to see Jesus once
again but fear and doubt smeared their enthusiasm. Since the
disciples were wavering to believe, Jesus changes the mode of
conviction. Optic evidence proved inadequate. Jesus move to
provide smell evidences along with taste proofs in addition to the
optic evidences already given. Do you have anything to smell? Do
you have anything to taste? The former two factors make any food
eatable and enjoyable. The foul smell of raw fish was removed as it
was broiled with masala. Not that Jesus was hungry but to prove the
evidence of resurrected Jesus. ( Every Day with the Word, P 84,
March — June 2017)

As soon as the frightened and doubted disciples saw the resurrected
Jesus Christ again, their doubt vanished again. Their eyes were
opened (v31). Their minds were opened to understand the word of



God (v 45). “Christianity is in its very essence a resurrection religion.
The concept of resurrection lies at its heart. If you remove it,
Christianity is destroyed” (Dr. John Scott). The Church is called to
introduce the risen Jesus who provides the mental peace and who
meets physical thirst. Gospel introduces a Christ, not a fantasy, who
assures shalom to every person.

The month we are entering into — June — mark the middle of the
year. Our parish is entering a phase of summer season and a lot of
programs await us; Parish day, Parish Picnic, Parish Convention,
Church Retreat, VBS, Harvest Festival, Organizations' National
Conferences,... let us pray that all these programs be a meaningful
one to each and everybody. Our children are coming to the end of
one more academic year. May God shower His abundant grace to all
our students who have appeared for the examinations and who are
preparing for the finals. Also on behalf of the Church | extend
special congratulations to all our young friends who successfully
completed their studies and graduated in these days.

As we move on, | seek your wholehearted co-operation and support
towards our parish and its forthcoming activities. Let us work
together and make our parish a living one.

Christians celebrate Pentecost as the day the Holy Spirit was
given to dwell with the early disciples in Acts 2. The emphasis is on
the empowerment through the Holy Spirit that enables the people of
God to witness for Jesus the Christ. Pentecost Sunday is a day to
celebrate hope; a hope evoked by the knowledge that God through
His Holy Spirit is at work among His people. It is a celebration of
newness, of recreation, of renewal of purpose, mission, and calling
as God’s people. It is a celebration of God’s ongoing work in the
world. Yet, it is also a recognition that His work is done through His
people as He pours out His presence upon them.

Pentecost should not celebrated as a day that people
spoke in tongues, but as a day that people realized that God is
the center of their life and are empowered to spread the truth of
God’s love . God wants to unite all His children to praise Him. As
Jesus said in his high priestly prayer “I ask not only on behalf of
these, but also on behalf of those who will believe in me through
their word, that they may be one. As you, Father, are in me and | am

in you, may they also be in us, so that the world may believe that you
have sent me.” (John 17:20-21)

May the Holy Sprit come upon all of us as it came upon the
early Christians, to enable us to be dynamic witnesses of God in the
world.
